


The Level 2 Award in Support Work in Schools (RQF) is a fully online program 
designed specifically for Teaching Assistants (TAs) and officially accredited by 
UK OFQUAL. Geared towards individuals interested in pursuing a career as 
teaching assistants, this program prepares participants to thrive in classroom 
settings. Its primary focus is on nurturing the fundamental skills necessary 
for the care of children and young people, as well as facilitating ongoing 
learning and development.

With no prerequisites, our Level 2 Award in Support Work in Schools 
program is accessible to anyone, regardless of prior training or experience. It 
serves as an ideal option for those keen on acquiring comprehensive 
knowledge about teaching assistants, providing a strong basis for making 
significant contributions in educational settings.
